	Councillor Roache wished to minute the Parish Council’s congratulations to Paul and Heather Dowler, who have received the Kings Award for Voluntary Services in recognition of their dedication and of the volunteers’ dedication to helping dementia carers through Talkdementia.

109.	WARD MEMBERS UPDATE
a) CC Chris Mills.  Cllrs acknowledged receipt of a report from Cllr Mills Ref: Doc 109a

Cllr Mills reported on the Consultation on School Transport which currently costs £30,000,000 per year in Warwickshire. The decision on the Government review of Councils will be made later in 2026. For anyone wishing to make a personal flood plan, there is help offered from WCC.
Cllr Mills also reported that a case of Avian Flu has been confirmed in Warwickshire.
Councillors asked a question regarding blocked grips on Tysoe Hill which need attention, and also the notification that any out of county residents visiting Oxfordshire recycling centres will now be charged. Cllr Mills said that he would look into the blocked grips and is speaking with those involved in the recycling and will advise when he has any further information.
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b) DC Malcolm Littlewood Ref: Doc 109b
Cllr Littlewood noted that 2 proposals have been put in by Rugby and Warwickshire County Councils for 1 Council, in the Government review. He also reported that Funding has been agreed for NPD renewals, and with regard to the South Warwickshire Local Plan, WCC are 
awaiting agreement from 2 district councils. Cllr Littlewood also reported that Regulation 19 will be achieved by December 2026.
Finally, DC Littlewood reported that sadly WRCC ceased trading as of December 6th. This will mean that support for several initiatives such as Warm Hubs, and Housing needs Surveys will no longer happen.

f) Budget
Cllr Roache went through the previously circulated draft budget. He explained the forthcoming costs that The Parish faces with regard to road safety projects and the completion of the streetlighting replacement project, with costs having risen significantly. Also, that the NDP review costs would be covered by SDC, which at present is still included as a cost from TPC’s budget. The budget needs to be approved at January’s meeting, but currently our precept request would show a rise of 21% which equates to £46,476.00.
