90.	WELCOME and APOLOGIES
Cllr Roache introduced the meeting and welcomed everyone present.
	 
91.	DECLARATION OF INTERESTS
None received.
92.	CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES 						
The Council confirmed the minutes of the Ordinary Meeting of October 13th 2025, the minutes were proposed as a true and accurate record of the meeting.  Cllr Roache signed the amended minutes.

94.	WARD MEMBERS UPDATE
a) CC Chris Mills.  Cllrs acknowledged receipt of a report from Cllr Mills Ref: Doc 94a
Please see CCllr Mills full report on the Parish Website where links to the support can be found, on www.tysoe.org.uk
Cllr Mills reported on WCC’s Family Support for those families struggling to pay their bills. He also pointed out that the County Council was really pushing on Childhood Vaccinations. He also said that for people struggling with loneliness there was support available  - visit http://warwickshire.gov.uk/lonliness

He also noted that Warwickshire County Council was strongly in favour of 1 Authority in the current Devolution Consultation. A decision will be made in February 2026. There was also another consultation taking place over Home/School transport.

Finally, Cllr Mills spoke of Cllr Jerry Roodhouse who has been made a Freeman of Warwickshire County in recognition of his outstanding 35 years of service to Warwickshire.

Cllr Roache wished to express his thanks to Cllr Mills for his good citizenship referring to both helping with Tysoe’s outstanding Street Lighting issue and for his intervention regarding the Sandpits Lane issue, which would be very helpful.

With regard to Devolution, The Deloite Report points out that 2 Authorities would be better. In which case, where does Tysoe Stand? 

Cllr Venables asked if anyone was looking at double taxation, as this could be sorted out at the same time as devolution? Cllr Mills said that the consultation so far had shown a poor response. Communication between councils was also poor. In December 2024 the Government issued a white paper looking at Local Government reorganisation. Many councils have gone for the unitary position.
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Cllr Littlewood said that the Government have also issued a Devolution Bill which gives their intent and requirement for all Authorities to have a mayor – District, Borough and City Councils. This does not affect Parishes.

Cllr Littlewood then said that this reorganisation would not sort out the mowing issue.

b) DC Malcolm Littlewood report – Ref: Doc 94b
Cllr Littlewood noted that SDC were looking to sort out privately managed public open spaces, as at present the cost of these were extortionate. There was a consultation for this and work being carried out.
95.	CORRESPONDENCE
a) Tysoe Wombles have requested that Councillors support their next litter picking session to run on Sunday 16th of November, and if they would agree to the Parish Council’s insurance covering the event. The Clerk confirmed that an updated risk assessment had ben sent to her and that their insurance will cover the event.
A proposal was received to agree to cover the Tysoe wombles litter picking event with TPC insurance.

b) Request for advice from resident of Badgers Lane.
Cllr Littlewood recused himself from these discussions and left the table.

Two residents of Badgers Lane had emailed TPC to request help and advice with a planning application they wish to submit, so that they could make an appropriate application in the light of various planning rules and regulations they would need to comply with. They explained their problem to Councillors and Councillor Roache made the following comments on the Parish Council’s behalf:

Councillors are unable to give a definitive answer regarding your application as they are unable to judge the Planning Officer’s decision. I am astounded by the costs quoted for the work you have described.

The constraints that Tysoe Parish Council have are the same as those that residents have, and that is to conform with the Tysoe Neighbourhood Plan. There is a fair degree of flexibility if an application came in to the Parish Council to look at, Councillors would need to ensure that they complied with those. Councillors’ advice is that whoever you speak to about design, they need to have the Neighbourhood Plan front and centre. 
As an example of a modern house that fits the design statement, there is one on the main road between Lower & Middle Tysoe  - it is what some people call the “Eco House.”

Your design would need to fit in with the houses either side of you. But I would suggest that you keep talking to the Parish Council as your ideas progress.

The residents said they would bring the application to TPC before submitting it.
Cllr Roache then said that Councillors would love to support something that fits in with the Neighbourhood Plan.
Cllr Littlewood rejoined all Councillors at the table.

c) Cllr Littlewood said that he was in communication with Ratley and Upton Parish Councils regarding their websites.

97.	Website – Cllr Roache
Cllr Roache told all present that Ben Viollet and Carol Clark had proposed to make a village website. The have volunteered to do this. Both have a good amount of experience, and there are various regulations that will need to be adhered to when running a Parish/local government website which they will investigate.

At present TPC has a .org.uk domain name and Parish Councils are being persuaded to go to a gov.uk domain and use .gov.uk email addresses. The question is do we do this now or later? The cost financially would be relatively modest.

What is needed from Councillors is:
1. An agreement to take our own website, make it better and more user friendly.
2. Do we go to .gov.uk now or later.
Cllr Littlewood pointed out that there were restrictions on certain hosting sites, and proposed that the management of this investigation be delegated to Cllrs Roache & Venables prior to making any further decisions

98.	AREAS OF RESPONSIBILITY
i. 	Employment/HR – Payroll contract increase April 2026
The Clerk Advised Councillors that the Payroll charges for 2026/27 would be increasing from £120 to £132.00, if agreed.

a) Street Lighting – No update

Cllr Littlewood recused himself from these discussions and any planning votes and left the table.
a) 25/02171/FUL Manor Farm, Shennington Rd, Upper Tysoe
Replace existing garage and hardstanding with field shelter and machinery store.
Recommendation: Object to the materials and design, comments regarding the need to follow NDP design statements, and the building should not be used for business.

b) Sandpits Road application – Cllr Roache
Cllr Roache told all present that this application has moved forward to “Legal.” Negotiations are taking place on the S106funding which implies that the Planning Officer is minded to approve the application, and we may get an answer by Christmas as to approval or not.

iv. NDP Changes – Cllr Roache
Cllr Roache reported that the Winchcombe Farm application had been approved and that this approval was mainly because the wording of Tysoe’s NDP did not preclude it. It was approved irrespective of the fact that the application did not comply with the NPPF and other regulations. Having taken legal advice, on behalf of Tysoe Parish Council Cllr Roache has lodged a complaint with Stratford District Council. 
 He said the Tysoe Neighbourhood Plan needs to be reviewed and amended, but would be costly and take some time to carry out a review.  
Resolution note: All voted by email in favour to begin work on review of NDP, cost advised approximately £1,000 Proposed: Cllr Roache Seconded: Cllr Venables

Cllr Roache has instructed a legal firm in Birmingham who have said they will come back to him shortly. The NDP needs to be revised by February 2027, and this will include the processes of consultation and a referendum. At present we do not have any documents that can guide us but the South Warwickshire Plan should be at an advanced enough stage by June of 2026.

v. Road Safety – Cllr Bell
Cllr Bell’s report had been circulated previously to all Councillors. He repeated the following:
a) Traffic – matched funding is required and an application is in the process of being completed.
b) Verge opposite Church Farm Court – Agreed, re-grassing and pillars.
c) Sandpits – A formal proposal has gone in for the road to e made 1 way exiting the village. A consultation of the residents of Sandpits Rd is needed.
Action: Cllr Bell will put together some short questions for the consultation.
d) The Long Mile junction – proof is needed in order to do what is needed here.
Cllr Roache pointed out that from March 2026 S106 funds will go to the Parish Council to be used for projects such as these.

e) Fire Station Car Park extension – Cllr Bell is looking to acquire quotes for this.
Cllr Billing said that when looking at Upper Tysoe and Epwell Rd, a site needed identifying for Speedwatch Surveys to take place.
Cllrs Bell and Billing to meet and look at this.

vi. Trees & Green Spaces
a) Children’s Playground – Cllr Venables
Awaiting quotes from Atwell & Son for the work required.
b) Update on trees, hedges and verges – Cllr Billing
Awaiting quotes.
c) Tree Audit – Cllr Billing
Quote will arrive shortly from Chris Wyatt.
d) Mowing Map & Tysoe Wildlife Friendly mowing strategy – update Cllr Venables
Cllr Venables and Wyatt should have the new mowing map ready by January 2026.
